Study in the continuing master study programme Euroculture

Directive of the Dean of the Philosophical Faculty of Palacký University
(English text based on the Czech original Směrnice děkana FF UP č. Xxx/2006)
Article 1

General clauses
1. 
The Directive regulates study under the terms of the continuing master study programme Euro​culture as it is realised at the Department of History of the Philosophical Faculty of Palacký University, according to the requirements of master programmes within the European Union Erasmus Mundus programme. At the time the Philosophical Faculty UP acquired accreditation of the Euroculture study programme this study was effectuated by six European universities as a so-called joint degree programme (i.e. a master study programme that enables students to study at least at two universities of the consortium as well to obtain diplomas of those two universities, possibly one diploma of those two universities undersigned by the rectors of all consortium universities). This programme is offered by the Philosophical Faculty UP from the academic year 2006/07 onwards.

2. 
The Directive extends the Study and Examination Regulations (Studijní a zkušební řád UP) and the Executing Norm of the Study and Examination Regulations (Prováděcí normu Studijního a zkušebního řádu UP) at the philosophical Faculty UP, considering the apply of the Euroculture Consortium for the European Union Erasmus Mundus programme as signed by the rectors of the six joined universities as well as the Erasmus Mundus Euroculture Grant Scheme (agreement no. 2006-0045/001/FRAME MUN 123).

3. 
The study programme Euroculture is taught in English. The maximum number of in one year admitted students is approximately 20 candidates in accordance with the apply of the Euroculture Consortium to the Erasmus Mundus programme.

4. 
The study programme Euroculture is intended for the following groups of students:

a) Students from third countries within the Erasmus Mundus Euroculture programme;
b) Students from EU countries, entering countries and countries of the EEA-EFTA within the Erasmus Mundus Euroculture programme;
c) Scholarship holders of the Philosophical Faculty UP.

5. 
The beginning of the academic year is always the 1st of September. The duration of the study of the Euroculture study programme is:

a) 16 months for students as named in section 4 a and 4 b;
b) 24 months for students as named in section 4 c.

6. 
At Palacký University the Euroculture study programme is guaranteed by:

a)

the Head of the Department of History of the Philosophical Faculty, where the Euroculture programme is realised;
b)
the competent guarantor of the Euroculture study, assigned by the Dean of the Philosophical Faculty;
c)
the organising employee of the Euroculture study, appointed by the Dean of the Philoso​phical Faculty on the recommendation of the Department of History of the Philosophical Faculty
7. 
The Euroculture study programme is realised at the Department of History of the Philosophical Faculty of Palacký University.

Article 2

Admission Procedure
The admission procedure runs in two phases: 

1) Candidates for an Erasmus Mundus bursary submit the application form to the leading university of the consortium (University of Groningen). The deadline (till end December of the preceding academic year) is fixed by the leading university of the consortium at the beginning of the academic year and will be published on the website of the programme (www.euroculture.upol.cz).

2) Candidates for the study from the European Union and candidates for a scholarship of the Philosophical Faculty UP will send their application to Palacký University. The deadline (the end of April of the given academic year) is appointed by the Dean of the Philosophical Faculty UP at the beginning of the academic year on proposal of the competent guarantor of the Euroculture programme and will be hanged out on the website of the study.

3) Candidates for the study submit their applications for the study in accordance to the format and contents as required by the consortium of universities based on the conditions of the Erasmus Mundus programs as are hanged out for the students on the website of Euroculture.

4) The admission fees for the organisation of the admission procedure must be paid by all students of the Euroculture programme at the Philosophical Faculty of Palacký University, including students from partner universities of the consortium, who will study at the Philosophical Faculty UP in the second semester. The amount of the admission fee will be appointed by the Dean of the Philosophical Faculty UP in accordance with § 58 section 1 of the Act of Higher Education. 
Course of the Admission Procedure
1) The admission procedure will be carried out on the base of the data as submitted by the candidate in the application for admission to the study in absence of the candidate.
2) Candidates for an Erasmus Mundus scholarship will be selected by all universities of the consortium according to the rules of selection of candidates of the competent Erasmus Mundus programme and in accordance with the Regulations of the Admission Procedure of Palacký University as well as to the Study and Examination Regulations UP. The conditions are hanged out on the website of the Euroculture programme. 

3) Candidates from the EU and candidates for a scholarship of the Philosophical Faculty UP will be selected by the Philosophical Faculty UP according to the conditions of the selection of candidates as stated in the Erasmus Mundus programme on the base of their application for admission and apply for a scholarship. The conditions are published on the website of the Euroculture programme. The Dean of the Philosophical Faculty of Palacký University has the right of final decision about admission of students to the Euroculture study programme on the Philosophical Faculty of Palacký University. The competent guarantor of the Euroculture programme will propose to the Dean the students to be admitted. 

4) The Dean emits the decision about th award of a scholarship of the Philosophical Faculty UP on the base of the proposal of the competent guarantor of the Euroculture programme together with the decision of admission.

Article 3

Tuition fees and admission fees, conditions and way of payment:  

1) Tuition fees are required for the Euroculture study programme in accordance with § 58 section 5 of Act No. 111/1998 Coll., on Higher Education in the last version.

2) The tuition fee for the students mentioned in art. 1 section 4 a) is assigned by the leading university of the Euroculture consortium and is 10,000 EUR. The Philosophical Faculty UP obtains from this amount a proportional part of 3,000 EUR per student and semester.

3) The tuition fee for students mentioned in art. 1 section. 4 b) is assigned by the Dean within the legal term on proposal by the competent guarantor of the Euroculture programme. The candidate can find actual information about the tuition fees on the website. 

4) Students mentioned in art. 1 section 4 b) wil pay the tuition fee in two payments. The first encompasses the admission fee concerning the admission procedure and a first tuition fee for the study in the amount of ca. 75% of the complete amount for the study. The second payment concerns the rest of the tuition fee, i.e. ca. 25 %. The exact amount of the first and second payments will be published on the website of the study together with the actual amount of the tuition fee. Grant Scheme (agreement no. 2006-0045/001/FRAME MUN 123).

5) Palacký University pays to the scholarship holders of Erasmus Mundus a scholarship in accordance with the Erasmus Mundus Euroculture Grant Scheme (agreement No. 2006-0045/001/FRAME MUN 123). Scholarships will be paid in Czech crowns to be transmitted to the bank account of the students.
6) For scholarship holders of the UP the tuition fee will be waived and the Philosophical Faculty pays them a scholarship on their bank account. The scholarship will be assigned on base of the request of the student submitted together with the admission application. Only citizens of non-EU-countries, of entering countries and from the EEA-EFTA are eligible for scholarships. The scholarship will be given only to such students who were among the best candidates at the admission procedure. The number of scholarships and the amount for the given academic year will be assigned by the Dean of the Philosophical Faculty UP on the proposal of the competent guarantor of the Euroculture programme ultimately in January preceding the given academic year. 

7) The costs connected with the participation of students from the Erasmus Mundus programme in the obligatory Intensive Program (a ten days student conference at the end of the second semester to be organised alternately at one of the partner universities) are not counted in the tuition fee and the student is obliged to pay them separately.

Article 4
Course of the Study
1) Registration of the admitted students proceeds according to the Act on Higher Education and the regulations of Palacký University. A special term for foreign students will be assigned. The registration and matriculation will be provided in English by the International Division of the Dean’s Office in co-operation with the Study Division of the Dean’s Office of the Philosophical Faculty of Palacký University (STAG, University Study Report etc.).

2) Every student of the Euroculture study programme will obtain an identification number under which (s)he is registered in the study database STAG.

3) The study proceeds according to the Study and Examination Regulations UP. The division is as such:

First semester – students admitted in accordance to this Directive studying at the UP.

Second semester – the mentioned students will go to partner universities of the consortium and students from the partner universities are coming to the UP. These students are registered after their arrival in the term as fixed by the Study Division of the Dean's Office. Students of the Euroculture programme outside of the Erasmus Mundus programme are staying at the UP.

Third semester – students admitted according to this Directive are studying anew at the UP.

Fourth semester – at the UP are studying students who didn’t finish the final state exam in the third semester. These are students who started their study with the first semester of the UP as well as students from partner universities who come for the first time in the second semester to the UP. 
4) Acknowledgement of credits for study at a partner university is carried out in accordance with the agreements fitting the study into the Erasmus Mundus programme as well as coording to bilateral agreements between partner universities. 

5) The contact person at the level of the Dean’s Office for the organising employee of the Euroculture programme is the assistant for foreign affaiirs of the Dean's Office.
Article 5

Credits, colloquia, examinations
1) 
In the University Study Report the acknowledgement of credits, colloquia and examinations will be noted in English. Acknowledgement of a credited course will be noted with the word “credit”. Acknowledgement of colloquia will be noted with “passed”. The results of examinations will be classified with A (excellent), B (very good), C (good), F (insufficient). 

Article 6

Final state exam
1) 
Considering the duration of the Erasmus Mundus Euroculture programme (16 months, i.e. 3 semesters) as stated in the application submitted by the Euroculture consortium to the European union Erasmus Mundus and Erasmus Mundus Euroculture Grant Scheme programmes (agreement No. 2006-0045/001/FRAME MUN 123) will the final master state exam take place in the months of January (regular term) and May/June (re-examination term). The student must apply for admission in the period as stated by the Dean of the Faculty, ultimately till 30 November and 31 March of the given academic year. The Study Division of the Dean’s Office will appoint the dates of control and handing in of the Study Report of the students.
2) 
Students who are not participating in the Erasmus Mundus programme and are studying just the Euroculture programme are entitled to be admitted to the final master state exam after two years of study in the months of May/June (regular term) and September (re-examination term). The student must apply for admission in the period as stated by the Dean of the Faculty, ultimately till 31 March and 30 June of the given academic year. The Study Division of the Dean’s Office will appoint the dates of control and handing in of the Study Report of the students.
3) 
The final master state exam should be performed in English. Candidates applying for admission to the exam must have fulfilled all requirements as specified in the regulations of the study programme. A commission of three examiners will be appointed by the competent guarantor of the Euroculture programme.

Master Thesis and Diploma
1) The defence of the master thesis is a compulsory part of the final master state exam. As far the Dean doesn’t decide else, this defence should precede the exam itself. The master thesis should be written in English and the defence of the thesis will held in the same language.

2) The student is obliged to announce the scheme of the master thesis ultimately on 30th November of the given academic year, i.e. the first semester of the continuing master study.
3) The theme and the supervisor of the master thesis will be approved by the head of the department on the proposal of the competent guarantor of the Euroculture programme and will be confirmed by the Dean of the Faculty. The head of the department will appoint an opponent on the proposal of the competent guarantor of the Euroculture programme.
4) After having successfully passed the final master state exam the absolvent will obtain the diploma of Palacký University as well as the appendix to the diploma. The graduation ceremony of successful graduands will be in English. This is the competence of the Study Division of the Philosophical Faculty in co-operation with the International Division of the Dean’s Office.
Article 7

Exclusion from study
1) The study will be finished in accordance with the conditions of § 56 of the Act of Higher Education No. 111/1998 Coll., in its actual version. In case the study will be ended as a result of insufficient fulfilment of the study requirements as stated in art. 20 of the Study and Examination Regulations UP and in the case of exclusion on the base of § 65 section 1 sub c or of § 67 of the Act on Higher Education, the student is not entitled for refunding of the tuition fee. 

2) If scholarship holders are forced to leave the study as a result of exclusion, failure to accomplish study requirements as stated in the accredited study programme, duties according to the Study and Examination Regulations UP or Act No. 111/1998 Coll., on Higher Education, in its actual version, a student who obtained a bursary for this study is in duty bound to return the complete scholarship for this study or its proportional part for the given semester. The student will be summoned to act thus by a letter of Palacký University mentioning the specific amount.
3) The student is obliged to inform the competent guarantor of the Euroculture study about all changes that affect the study in the programme within ultimately 14 days after the day the fact happened. Failure to do so may result in exclusion from the study.
4) The competent guarantor of the Euroculture study informs all colleagues of the departments of the Philosophical Faculty where the Euroculture study practically is ensured about changes.
Article 8

Transitional Provisions
Candidates who obtained the decision on admission before the moment this Directive became effective are considered to be regularly admitted in accordance with the provisions of the Erasmus Mundus programme. For future admissions the candidates are bound to act in accordance to this Directive.
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
